
 

 School Council met on Tuesday for its election 
meeting and AGM.

There seems to be some confusion in the community 
about the zone that has been put in place for Parkdale 
Secondary College. I know that a number of parents 
intended to send their children to this secondary 
school and that they are presently re evaluating their 
plans. The zone is a residential one and  applies to the 
area in which you live ð if you live outside the zone 
then your child may apply to go to PSC but they will 
only be considered (not guaranteed a position) if there 
are spaces according to the following criteria:  
¶ siblings are already at the school  
¶ curriculum needs  
¶ residential location closest to the zone.  

Please note that the Primary School that you go to 
has no bearing on the zoning. Children who go to a 
Primary School close to the secondary college will be 
unable to attend PSC if they live outside the zoned 
area.  There is a clearer map being drawn up for us 
and I will send it out to families as soon as it arrives. 
In the mean time, if you have any questions or 
concerns please see me or ring the principal of 
Parkdale SC, Greg McMahon. 
 
Early in term 2 all local secondary colleges run open 
days and information sessions and I would encourage 
parents of children in years 5 and 6 to take the 
opportunity to look at a range of schools in the area. 
As soon as we get specific information about dates for 
these events, I will put them in the newsletter.

Oval and Bore  
 As we are all aware ï the oval is looking rather barren 
and a little parched, however we can assure you that 
the bore is now fully operational and sprinklers are set 
to water automatically. There is some of the preferred 
grass species óKikuyuô growing on sections of the oval, 
so the current watering patterns are maintaining this 
growth. We are thankful that we did not proceed with 
the planting of Kikuyu sprigs in late spring 2008, as the 
extreme weather conditions would have severely 
compromised the success of that project. 
  
As a major project priority and commitment this year, 
the school has allocated a budget to renovate and 
sprig (with Kikuyu) the oval in spring. This will be 
carried out by professional contractors sometime 
around September and there will be a period of time 
when the children will need to remain off the oval. We 
are hopeful that we can carry out this project around 
school holiday time to reduce the inconvenience to all.
