
 
This week we have been talking with students about responsible 
behaviour. All students have worked with their teachers to 
establish their own understanding of their rights and 
responsibilities both in class and in the yard. Students are aware 
of how their behaviour can impact on others and we are active in 
our endeavours to help them make appropriate choices. They also 
know that when things do go wrong there is a process that will 
support them in repairing the harm. At Edithvale Primary School  
we use a restorative approach to deal with behavioural issues.  
 

The philosophy behind the use of “Restorative Practice” is that 
any misbehaviour whether it is bullying, hurting others or 
breaking school rules is a violation of relationships. This 
violation creates obligations and liabilities. Restorative practices 
seek to heal these relationships and repair the harm done. 
 

Traditionally in our schools when there is a problem the people 
involved are asked what happened, who was to blame, what rule 
was broken and what is the punishment? 
Restorative practices ask what happened, who was involved, 
what harm has been done and how do we make it right? 
The child who has done wrong is actively involved in the process 
of repairing the harm they have caused. The deed is separated 
from the wrongdoer. Children begin to understand the concept of 
ambiguity which means often fault is unclear when both sides of 
the story are heard. 
 

This is done in the form of a “community” conference (the 
community means all those who have been affected by the 
incident.) It is a forum where everyone affected by the incident 
has their chance to tell what happened. Those responsible tell 
what they did and those affected talk about the impact on their 
lives. Then everyone present decides what needs to be done to 
repair the harm and move forward. This will include saying 
sorry, making good any damage done and stopping the 
unacceptable behaviour. Matters cannot be dealt with in this way 
if there is no acceptance that harm has been done. 
 

Results are measured by how much repair is done rather than 
how much punishment is inflicted. The values of restorative 
practices are mutual respect, a belief that children can solve their 
problems given time, support and a chance to tell their story, and 
an inclusive approach to problem solving. 
Children will feel a sense of fairness and justice when a problem 
or issue is dealt with as a group. They gain an insight into the 
impact of unacceptable behaviour on others and that this can be 
repaired and everyone can move on together.
